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1. To run the Marine Script 
The Marine script enables the agents to directly populate data from a standard excel template into a data mask and create a booking file based on it. The script reads information like Passenger Surname, First name, Vessel name and Sea contact from the standardized excel template and adds it to the booking file.

The script also allows the agents to manually enter the information in the data mask which will automatically be added to the booking file.

User can execute the Marine script:

1) Via the Custom Toolbar button in the custom viewpoint toolbar.

1.1. Run from Custom Viewpoint Toolbar
After installing the Marine Script (refer to the Installation manual), a new icon (refer Figure 1) will be added in the Viewpoint Custom Toolbar of the Galileo Desktop. 

To run the Marine Script via the Custom Viewpoint Toolbar button, 

a. Sign into the Galileo Desktop 

b. Then click on the Marine Script icon to run the Marine Script.

1.2. Pre-requisites to start the Marine Script:
a. Galileo Desktop 1.0 or Galileo Desktop 2.x should be installed on the system.

b. The user should be signed in to Galileo Desktop. 

c. MS Excel should be installed on the system.

1.3. Assumptions

a. The Excel Template will be standard across all agencies. Any change in the Excel Template will require a change in the configuration of the Marine Script before it (the updated Excel Template) can be used.

b. The Excel Template to be used as Template should be “MS Excel 97 to MS Excel 2003/2007 & 5.0/95 Workbook” compatible.rkbook” compatible.

2. Messages returned by the Marine Script when run from Custom Viewpoint Toolbar
2.1. Please specify or select an excel sheet to proceed
This message is displayed when the user clicks on the “Next >” button of “Select Excel Template” form and the “Filename :” text box is blank,

2.2. The specified excel sheet is invalid / corrupt or does not exist at the specified path. Please check the filename or path and try again

It means the symbols “@” and “.” are missing in the email address.

This message is displayed when the user clicks on the “Next >” button of “Flight Segment Information” screen/form, if there is no check box for any Flight checked.

3. Functionality details 

When an agent clicks on the Marine Script icon in the custom toolbar the script will perform the following tasks:

· If the user is not signed in the Galileo Desktop, the screen to ‘Select No. of Passengers and Information Source’ will not display and the script will close.

· If the user is signed in the Galileo Desktop, the screen to ‘Select No. of Passengers and Information Source’ will be display.
3.1. Select No. of Passengers and Information Source Screen/Form

· On the screen above (Figure 22) there are three sections titled “Select No. of Passengers”, “Select Information Source” and “Departure / Arrival”. The options “Single Passenger”, “Excel Template” and “Departure" are automatically selected as default.

· The “Departure / Arrival” radio button group is enabled only when the “Excel Template” radio button is selected in the “Select Information Source” radio button group.

· If the “Manual Data Entry” radio button is selected in the “Select Information Source” radio button group, the “Departure / Arrival” radio button group is automatically disabled.

· If the user clicks on the “Cancel” button, the screen will close and the application exited.

· If the “Excel Template” radio button is selected in the “Select Information Source” radio button group and the user clicks on the ‘Next’ button, the "Select Excel Template" screen/form will appear.

· If the “Manual Data Entry” radio button is selected in the “Select Information Source” radio button group and the user clicks on the ‘Next’ button, then based on the number of selected passengers, the "Passenger and Contact Information" screen will appear and display the applicable number of rows/passengers. 
3.2. Select Excel Template screen/form

· The user will be able to type in the filename and path of the excel file in the “Filename:” text box. By default the Filename text box should be blank.

· If the user clicks on the “Next >” button and the “Filename :” text box is blank, the script will display the following error message  “Please specify or select an excel sheet to proceed”. If the user selects ‘OK’, the script will do nothing. 

· If the user clicks on the “Next >” button and the Path specified in the “Filename :” text box is invalid or the file does not exist or the application is not able to open the file, the script will display the following error message:
“The specified excel sheet is invalid / corrupt or does not exist at the specified path. Please check the filename or path and try again” if the user selects ‘OK’ the script will do nothing. 

· When the user clicks on the “Browse” button, an Open file dialog box opens with the title "Please select a file". The user will be able to select only excel files. The path of the file selected by the user will display in the "Filename : " text box.

3.3. Passenger and Contact Information– Single Passenger screen/form

· If the user selects the “Manual Data Entry” radio button on Select No. of Passengers and Information Source Screen/Form, all the text boxes on the form will be blank. 

· If the user has selected an "excel template" radio button on Select No. of Passengers and Information Source Screen/Form, then the corresponding values from the excel template will be populated in the text boxes.
If there is more then 1 passenger specified in the excel template, then only the information for the first passenger will be populated.

· By default the maximum number of characters for Surname is 53 and for First Name 52. · If the length of the “Vessel” value from the excel template is greater than 180 characters, then only select the first 180 characters.

· If the length of the “Sea Contact” value from the excel template is greater than 180 characters, then only select the first 180 characters.

· If the length of the “Email 1" and "“Email 2" value from the excel template is greater than 125 characters, then only select the first 125 characters.

· By default both the check boxes will be unchecked and the text boxes will be blank and disabled for "Remark".

· The Remark text box will be enabled when the corresponding check box is ticked. When the check box is un-ticked, the corresponding text boxes will be cleared and disabled. 

· The Remark text box will be enabled when the corresponding check box is ticked. If the user has selected an excel template, then the corresponding value from the excel template will be populated in the text boxes and the corresponding check box will be ticked.

· When a user clicks on the “Next >” button and the “Surname” text box is blank, the following error message will display: “Please specify a Surname to proceed”. If the user clicks on the OK button, the script will do nothing

· When the user clicks on the “Next >” button and the “First name” text box is blank, the following error message will display: “Please specify a First Name to proceed”. If the user clicks on the OK button the script will do nothing.
· When the user clicks on the “Next >” button and the total number of characters for the  “Surname“ and “First Name” text boxes is greater than 54 characters, the following error message will display: “The Surname and First Name together cannot be greater than 54 characters.” If the user clicks on the OK button the script will do nothing.

· If the user clicks on the “Cancel” button, the form will close and the application exited.

3.4. Passenger and Contact Information– Multi Passenger screen/form

· If the “Manual Data Entry” option is selected, all the text boxes on the ‘Select No. of Passengers and Information Source’ Screen/Form will be blank. 

· If the "Excel Template" option is selected, the corresponding text boxes on the ‘Select No. of Passengers and Information Source’ Screen/Form will be populated with the values from the excel template and the check boxes will be ticked.

· If an error occurs whilst the script is running, an error message will be displayed to the user in a message box with an OK button. Click on the OK button to exit the script.

· When a user clicks on the “Next >” button and the “City” text box is blank, the following error message will display: “Please specify a value for City to proceed”. If the user clicks on the OK button the script will do nothing.
· When a user clicks on the “Next >” button and the “Agent” text box is blank, the following error message will display: “Please specify a value for Agent to proceed”. If the user clicks on the OK button the script will do nothing.
